2. HEADING 2
Abbreviations and Acronyms
Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they appear in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Avoid using abbreviations in the title or heads unless it is unavoidable.
Units
Use SI (MKS) as primary units 
Equations
Equations should be numbered consecutively. Use the equation editor to wYrite the equation expressions. The symbols in the text should match the ones in the equation.
